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         Sir Ken Robinson said that “Creativity is just as important as literacy.” I strongly agree with this because I believe that we need more creativity in the schools today. I remember being told to stop doodling in my notebooks in class because I wasn’t paying attention, when it really helped me focus more and pay attention to what my teacher was saying.
         He also referenced that kids take chances and are not afraid of being wrong, but as we grow up we are frightened to make any mistakes or be wrong. People should not be afraid to make mistakes because we can learn so much from our mistakes and grow from those experiences. Kids still have an openness and feel like they can just attempt anything, even if they are wrong. Most adults, including myself still feel like I can’t make a mistake even though it should be accessible.
         Another point that he made was that we are educating people out of their creativity. I think that this is a valid point because as students get older we focus less and less on the creative aspect of learning and focus more on testing and knowledge.
         One last point he made was that the arts are always at the bottom of all the educational hierarchies around the world. We focus more on math and literacy and knowledge that you would acquire by a book than trying to use creativity in the classroom to help you learn. He said that back in the 1800’s people would go to school to find a job. Most people would not find a job in the arts so math and reading type learning was always at the forefront of their education.
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· How can we incorporate creativity more in our classrooms and lessons as future teachers?
· Do you think it is possible to move the arts higher up in our educational hierarchy? If so, what would be the result?
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· I remember always being told not to draw in class or doodle while the teacher was talking. I found it easier to pay attention to a lecture or lesson if I was drawing on some way or another. I have always been fidgety when it comes to classes and doodling is a way to calm that for me.
· I read an article about how students are being diagnosed with ADD and ADHD more and more when in all actuality students just need to get up and move during the school day. It’s hard sitting still and paying attention for 7 hours a day. By moving and having brain breaks throughout the day it can help students to focus more.
