Task list: Hailey will begin working on the lesson in class and then let me know of her progress.
Meeting: Nov. 6th

Summary: Hailey is continuing to work on her lesson. She has provided me with the completed portion. I used the initial checklist provided by Mrs. Ferrell to review it and that way Hailey would know what elements she has left to add.

Task list: During the next meeting, the lesson should be finished or close to completion. Also, the rubric that is required on the last page of the SB lesson, should be started using either Rubistar or Rubrics4Teachers (rubric building) websites.

Meeting: Nov. 13h
